SWEARING IN OF FIRE MARSHAL — ANTHONY DIGNOTI

that he is honored to serve as the Wethersfield Miarshal and thanked the Town Manager,
Town Council and his family for their support. Hiso thanked all of the volunteer firefighters
for all they do for the Town. He said that he hasked in the Glastonbury Fire Marshal’s office
for 21 years.

PRESENTATION FROM THE MDC — STRATEGIC PLAN

Bud Saleni, Commissioner of the MDC, said that¥tigC Strategic Plan was sent to each Town
and he is going to the eight Towns to meet andudsthe Plan. He said that the MDC adopted
the resolution for a Strategic Plan as it embaredhis huge project. Since its inception 80
years ago, the MDC has realigned services andragagito provide new services.

William DiBella, Chairman of the Commission of tMDC, said that the MDC is the second
largest landowner in the State with over $3,000,000 worth of assets. He said that the MDC
is doing long term planning for the next 10, 20, @0d 40 years. He said that the Federal
government has given the MDC $60,000,000 becausastshovel ready to move forward with
the Clean Water Project. That is why the Strat®dgmn is so important. The MDC is looking at
geothermal heat and off waste heat. It is lookaggenerating all electricity for the South
Meadows plant and take it off of the electricitydgrHe said that there will be great demands for
regional services in the future. He said thatti#C is moving in the right direction.

Chairperson Adil thanked the MDC for the presentatt made at the last meeting. He said that
it was very thorough. He said that it is great setvat the MDC is looking to generate

electricity. He said that it is difficult for th€owns to provide small services like leaf pick up
and Christmas tree pick up. He asked if these dvbalservices that the MDC could provide for
the Town.

Chairman DiBella, Commissioner of the MDC, saidtttee MDC can provide any service that
the Town’s Physical Services provides. He said thase areas can be looked into and
alternative shared services can be explored.

Chairperson Adil thanked the Commissioners for cgmo the meeting to update the Town.

Bonnie Therrien, Town Manager, said that Lisa Bass@resentation from The Trust for Public
Land discussed the purchase.

Dear Members of the Wethersfield Town Council:

Unfortunately, due to a work commitment, | am ueatdl attending this evening’s public hearing regayd
the acquisition of 81.5 acres of property on WillStreet and Thornbush Road. Please accept thes Bt my
thoughts on the subject.

Let me start off by saying that | have for manyrgdaeen an active supporter and advocate of opssesp
preservation, particularly with respect to the dilimg supply of productive farmland in Connecticutlowever, |
have some serious questions and concerns aboagteement that the Council seems inclined to agprov

First, the purchase price of $3.5m was apparerstigbdished based on appraisals showing that thée t
"fair market value" of the property. The sellehswever, will only sell it to the town with the adition that it
remains as open space. This restriction obvionsies the "value" to the town substantially lesntiwvhat any
"fair market value" appraisal would show. In addit the town's own assessment of the land for estdte tax
purposes (i.e., factoring in the 70% assessmeiof Istiows a fair market value of only $1,725,00@a6ctober 1,
2008. That figure also does not reflect any reédadbased on the restrictions that the seller mateding. In short,
the town may be paying two or three times whatpitaperty is actually “worth” with the restrictiofieing imposed
by the sellers.

Second, the appraisal has set the fair market \ajuestimating that as many as 50 or 60 homes doild
constructed on the property. This same figureble®s used by the town staff as the basis for stgphanv much the
development would cost the town in terms of addalcservices should it be developed as single faragidences
with 2+ children per home. A review of the currerdtlands and recently-revised FEMA maps showsttiewast
bulk of the property, including nearly all of itdated on either side of Willow Street would havedmain as open
space regardless of who owns it or chooses to devel

The DEP open space grant for $490K would most \ike# documented by an easement which would
prohibit the Town from erecting any structures ny &ind on the entire property, from modifying ttepography,
and from ever putting in anything other than wadkirails. This seems to be a significant reswitt- in addition to
whatever the sellers demand — that reduces the dlthe property to the town. In addition, asedloat the PZC 8-
24 discussion, the DEP open space grant would tegigrallow farmers to collect hay from the progebnut they
could not pay the town anything in exchange fos tight. No financial return would be permitted.

Town staff claims that it would "cost" a net of $®0per year in additional expenses if the propenrtye
developed as single family homes. This is bagidal per pupil expenditure based on 2.3 childemhmme minus
the property taxes that are being paid on thoseeBonthis fails to take into account the cost afgpal and
interest payments on the bonds which would exc@®@® based on the financial information providedtte voters
in conjunction with the 2006 open space referendum.addition, there is no good estimate of whaditahal
expense and carrying costs the town would bearasudt of the acquisition of this property.

The Planning & Zoning Commission’s CGS 8-24 dismusalso raised a number of other questions that
should be addressed before this transaction isucamated. Among these are the types of uses thairtperty can
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be put to, the feasibility of removing a portiontbé& property on Thornbush for a potentially neagsgxtension of
Old Reservoir Road, thorough environmental duegéiice, the interplay between the public access cnemni
required by the DEP grant with the possibility atige farming operations on the property, consitienaof the
insurance and liability aspects of holding sigmifit tracts of open space in the midst of heavilyettwed
neighborhoods, and the amount of time and monetythegatown would have to invest annually to maimtand
oversee the property. Postponing any consideraifothese issues for another day may leave the twitm a
problem that could have been avoided with somemahthought and planning.

While I applaud the efforts of the Council to acgudbpen space for the town, the fact that a pdaticaum
of money is available for that purpose does notifjupaying vastly more for the property than it igrth,
particularly in the current economic climate whaere probably are no real or speculative developmeposals
competing with the Town’s offer. At a lower prieed after the due diligence has been done, thiddwoe a
worthwhile acquisition. However, in its haste teate its "legacy”, the Council appears to be nglhto a bad
business deal that will cost the town a substaatimunt of money.

Councilor Forrest said that he has been interestedreserving open space since he was
appointed liaison to the Conservation Commisside. said that the bond referendum authorized
the Town Council to acquire open space. The TowuarCil has done its due diligence. The
appraisers and Town Staff checked flood plainkedaat the cost of additional services if it was
developed, and received a $490,000 grant from thie $or this purchase. He said that there are
SO many reasons to support this purchase. The sigdstof Town is at risk of being totally
developed. The Town needs a healthy mix of deveéy and open space.

Councilor Walsh said that he agrees with Coundtomrest’'s comments. He thanked the Town
Manager, former Mayor Russ Morin, and Chairpersaiil for their insight into the 2006 bond
referendum. He also thanked the voters who vatquhss that referendum and entrust the Town
Council with this. The Wilkus property has alwdeen something that the Town has wanted to
preserve. He is very pleased to support this.

Deputy Mayor Montinieri said that he also suppdhis acquisition of the Wilkus property. He
thanked Lisa Bassani and the Wilkus family for thveork on this deal. He said that years from
now the Town will have this precious piece of land.

Councilor Kotkin said that he understands the corecabout the Town paying market price for
the land. He said that a developer may not comveaiim now to purchase this property but when
the economy turns around a developer will be isteckin the property and it will be too late for
the Town. This is a fair price for the farmlan@ihe bond will be paid for in 15 to 20 years but
the property will belong to the Town forever.

Councilor Cascio said that this has been a longga® and this is a difficult decision for him.
He said that he has had doubts with the cost optinehase and the additional restrictions that
the State grant imposes on the land. He askée ifestrictions include structures like a gazebo
and walking paths and if it prohibits the Town fréeasing the land to farmers. He also asked
what the impact on the Town'’s insurance would be.
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Bonnie Therrien, Town Manager, said that the retstns from the State grant money includes
structures but there can be trails through the gntgp The Town would not want to lease the
property to farmers because the bond financing vablange. She said that there will be an
increase in the Town’s insurance but it will be mMal because the property is being used
passively.

Councilor Cascio said that the Town Council hadbaerview with the Board of Education on
their budget prior to this meeting. He said thathlas concerns about spending this much money
in the current economic climate. Wethersfield wikhve the responsibility to maintain the
property. He said that the money from the Statésado many restrictions. Developers were
talking about building an over 55 housing developtran Willow Street. The expenses would
be less to the Town. The Town Council needs toemsilire the Town is in good shape
financially. He said that timing is everything athds isn’t the time.

Councilor Console asked if the barns could be tirn® something like a Nature Center.

Bonnie Therrien, Town Manager, said the Town wilfghase the property with the house and
barns separately from the farmland. The Town @awldatever it likes with that property.

Councilor Console asked how long the rest of tlep@rty would be restricted.
Lisa Bassani said that the restriction is in pergt

Councilor Console asked if the Town could leasddhd to farmers.

Councilor Console said that there are too manpgsdrattached to the purchase of this land. He
said that the Town is overpaying for this property.

Councilor Hemmann said that open space is very itappand she is very much in favor of
open space. But after hearing the budget fordoagght she can’t support this purchase. She
said that timing is everything and the Town caaket on more debt service at this time.

Councilor Roberts said that when she drives dowhowiStreet she remembers farm land on
both sides of the street. She said that she des&d when development occurs. This is a once
in a lifetime opportunity. It is not an issue tlagpeared overnight. She said that the timing may
not be right but the Town doesn’t get to choosepisortunities. The voters gave the Town
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Council the authority to purchase open space whéedame available. This will be a major
regret if the Town Council doesn’t seize the dajhe Town wants to keep this property open
space. The Town receives State grants all the &ntk there are always restrictions on the
money. This is no different.

Lisa Bassani said that none of the appraisals diecthe parcel with the home and barns on it.
$240,000 is a fair market value of the propertye Said that the Trust’s non-profit status would
be in jeopardy if the Town were not paying fair ketrprice for the property.

Chairperson Adil said that when the Town first ®drooking at purchasing these properties, the
price was much higher. He said that now may nahbeight time, but in the 1930’s the Town
fathers brought Wintergreen Woods and forever cadnige Town. He said that there are only a
few key parcels left in Town. The Town has beendful of its debt. He said that it is hard to
meet all of the needs of the community. He saat these are the difficult decisions that the
people voted the Town Council to make. He tharlked Bassani for her work in negotiating
this purchase. He also thanked State RepresemtRiigs Morin for his support of the 2006
referendum. He said that the intent was alwaysawe this property as farmland. He called for
a vote.

All Councilors present, including the Chairpersated AYE. Councilors Cascio, Console, and
Hemmann voted NAY. The motion passed 6-3-0.
