Chairperson Adil said that he met with the Town Bemnand after a review town staff has
decided a fence is not necessary and will look ebraprehensive plan to address the traffic
concerns.

Margaret Conneely, 12 Fairmont Street, said thatisiappy to hear that the plans for the fence
are on hold. She said that she had heard abodénice originally through the grapevine. 108
residents signed a petition and 228 people join&te@book group opposed to the fence. The
issue made statewide new. She said that thersoameany reasons to oppose this fence. She
said that she is also concerned with the placewietite dumpster. People will have to step off
the sidewalk in order to walk to the Library frohetmiddle school. It is not handicap or senior
citizen friendly. She said that Councilor Consetgs instrumental in helping the residents. He,
along with Councilor Cascio and Hemmann drafted tesolution. She also thanked the Silas
Deane Middle School Parent Action Committee foirthelp in fighting against the fence. She
said that she appreciated the entire Council listeto the residents.

Gina DeAngelo, 16 Dennison Ridge, thanked Mr. Ctngor this resolution. She said what
kind of a message does a fence give to studeneep &ut. She thanked the Town Council for
rethinking this issue.

Paul Copp, 100 Executive Square, said that he &s Ghairperson of the Independance
Committee and is running for Town Council. He studt the Town Council mismanaged the
purchase of the farm and the renovations to thenTidall/Library.

This amount
far exceeds the value of the contaminated lande Tidwn is going to have to pay $300,000 up
front in budgets for years out.

The issue needs to be addressedis3ie needs to be looked at again as a broader
issue.

Councilor Roberts said that it is close to an eé&cand the fence got caught up in the politics of
the election. She said the way good governmeniksydhne Town Council sees the mistake it has
made and corrects it. She said that she hopesetidents don't disappear from the scene.
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There are other issues that need broad input.h§bes people stay involved.

Deputy Mayor Montinieri said that he appreciates tésidents who spoke at the meetings. He
said that the bi-partisan spirit is great.
