c. Façade Application -  282/284 Silas Deane Highway - Peter Gillespie 
discussed the details of the funding request.  The estimated total cost of 
improvements is $88,450.00 including windows, doors, siding, signs, 
electrical, landscaping, gutters, demo of porch, deck, porch, handicap 
ramp, driveway and parking lot improvements.  The total costs eligible 
for facade funding is approximately $42,000.  The EDIC can fund up to 
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50% or $21,000.  Peter discussed existing conditions of the property.  
John Adamian made a motion to accept the proposal.  Mirella D'Antonio 
seconded the motion and all voted in favor.
