Lunch & Learn:  The Opioid Crisis—Did you know that every day, more than 115 people in the US die 

after overdosing on opioids? The CDC estimates that approximately 25% of patients prescribed opioids for 

chronic pain, misuse them. And the economic cost of prescription opioid misuse in the US is 

$78.5 billion each year. On Tue, January 22 at 12N, Ann Hartman from the Central CT 

Health District will be our speaker as we learn about the opioid crisis in our area. We’ll learn 

what’s being done to combat the problem, and ways you can properly dispose of prescription 

drugs to keep yourself and your loves ones safe.

AARP Foundation Free Tax Aide Begins in February!  
 
The AARP Foundation will once again offer free tax preparation assistance at the Senior Center on Wednesdays 

beginning Wed, February 6 and ending on Wed, April 10. Assistance is available to low and middle-income 

taxpayers of all ages with special attention to those 60 years and over. Services are provided by trained AARP 

volunteers. Call Wethersfield Social Services at 860-721-2977 for an appointment. Once you have made an ap-

pointment, you will receive a confirmation letter in the mail which will explain what documents you must bring 

to your appointment. 
 
AARP wants to remind you that the Tax Cut and Jobs Act passed in late 2017 made significant changes to in-

come tax law that will affect nearly all taxpayers. In addition to lowering the tax rates, some of the changes in-

clude: increasing the standard deduction, suspending personal exemptions, increasing 

the child tax credit, adding a new credit for other dependents and limiting or discontinu-

ing certain deductions.  
 
Because of these changes it is anticipated that a significant number of taxpayers who 

are expecting refunds may in fact end up owing money when their 2018 tax return is 

prepared as a result of lower withholdings throughout the year. If  you are unsure or 

find yourself in this situation you are urged to visit the IRS Withholding Calculator at https://www.irs.gov/

individuals/irs-withholding-calculator to determine if you’re withholding is correct or if you need to make adjust-

ments for the coming year.  
 
In addition, new State withholding rules related to pensions and annuities went into effect in January, 2018 and 

made changes in withholdings related to these payments. Taxpayers who delayed or failed to file a new CT-W4P 

may have had excess or unnecessary withholdings that will require you to file a CT tax return this year even if 

you have not filed in recent years. In addition to other filing requirements, you must file a CT income tax return 

if you had CT income tax withheld. 
 
If you are unsure if you have a filing requirement, be sure to call for an appointment to see an AARP Tax site 

volunteer at the Senior Center for assistance.
